A grievance log will document all grievances and their status and will be used to monitor GRM 
progress.  

Tenure  Regularization impacts  

The intervention in the informal settlement was done post - development which had occurred 
without  development control guidelines. There were incidences of blocked access ways by some 
structures. The adoptive plan recommended that all the blocked accesses be opened up to create 
better connectivity and accessibility within the settlement. This resulted to creation of 14 PAPs (4 
females and 10 males) and 11 structures as documented herein this report.  Out of the 14 PAPs, 11 
were structure owners, while 3 were tenants. . 4 PAPs were vulnerable composed of 3 males and 
1 female. This information is summarized in the PAP diagram below:

Impact mitigation  
Given the settlement is already built -up, the land use plan adapted to the existing situation on the 
ground and gave provisions based on the practicability of their implementation . Impacts limited 
to partial and full loss of assets was as a result of adoptive Planning model validated and endorsed 
by the community  on a meeting held on 1/11/2019. This was the best alternative to conventional 
planning standards that would have seen the impact on the settlement be significantly high .  
 
The adoptive planning model, which resulted to formation of blocks for a good percentage of the 
settlement, will principally result to issuance of group titles contrary to the expectations of 
majority of beneficiaries who preferred individual titles. Only seven parcel s that were of adequate 
size will be issued with individual titles .  Section 6.7 of the report has explained in detail on the 
modalities of administration and management of the group titles, while chapter 8 has elaborated 
on the mitigation measures of this tenure  option.  
 
At the same time, cut-off date preventing any further developments and alterations in the 
settlement was set on 4/ 7/2019 during the community participatory planning  meeting (see annex 
3- MIN 05/UMJ/4/7/2019 ). 
 
The full implementation of Umoja ARAP will be guided by the following:  

i. Ensure all PAPs are fully facilitated before any issuance of titles. Where possible, the two 
processes can be concurrent.  

ii.  Involvement of the County Government of Kiambu through the Department of Physical 
Planning and Urban Development in implementation of the ARAP e.g. in development 
control.  

In addressing grievances, this ARAP has proposed a two-tier Grievance Redress Mechanism at no 
cost to the PAPs. However, the third level of legal redress carries cost implications for the PAPs. 
The design of the GRM will enable timely resolution of grievances at settlement level as well as

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f)  The contract terms including shares and any other allowable covenants that the 
individual groups may enter will be stated as conditions in the certificate of lease 
or title deed 

g) The community will be sensitized by KISIP on the terms of termination as stated 
in the table above. 

h) Despite that currently the co-owners have specific geographical locations of their 
parcels, which has further informed on the shares owned by each tenant, any future 
decisions to redevelop the parcels must be done as a group. This will also allow for 
observation of the proposed zoning regulations, especially on the widening of the 
access roads.

7.5  PAPs social status  

7.5.1 Access to Social Amenities  
All PAPS mentioned to be of Christian religion. They worshipped at Makongeni 
Catholic within a distance of 0.2KM. All PAPS mentioned not to be members of any 
welfare/ economic organization.  
 
All PAPs mentioned to seek health services at Makongeni health centre within an 
average distance of 1KM and Thika Level 5 hospital within and average distance of 
2KM. All PAPS mentioned to access sports services at Umoja Ground within an 
average distance of 0.2KM. The PAPS Mentioned to use pit latrine for sanitation 
within an average distance of 0.02KM. Only one PAP mentioned to have suffered from 
respiratory diseases for the last six months. The rest (10) of the PAPS had not suffered 
any illness for the last six months. 
 
All PAPS mentioned to access Bus stop at Posta within an average distance of 0.3KM. 
Except one PAP who mentioned to use bus/matatu, the rest indicated that they use 
foot as their preferred mode of transport.  

7.5.2  Sources of energy  
PAPS mentioned to use several sources of energy. However, all PAPS mentioned to use 
cooking gas as the main energy source for cooking and Electricity as the main energy 
source for lighting. PAPS mentioned to access energy (paraffin and Firewood) in 
Umoja within an average distance of 0.2km.

There are 4 vulnerable PAPS who include three males and one female. The nature of 
vulnerability is summarized in the following figure:
