C CLEARING AWAY

The Contractor shall remove all temporary works, rubbish, debris and surplus materials from 

the site as they accumulate and upon completion of the works, remove and clear away all 

plant, equipment, rubbish, unused materials and stains and leave in a clean and tidy state to 

the reasonable satisfaction of the Project Manager.The whole of the works shall be delivered 

up clean, complete and in perfect condition in every respect to the satisfaction of the Project 

Manager.
